Kingdom Scrapbook
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Introduction:

Have you ever been involved in a scrapbooking project?  Perhaps you have helped piece together a page for the yearbook that captures just the right feeling of a special high school event.  Maybe your family has an album that contains a collection of happy memories from a wonderful vacation or holiday.  When a scrapbook is compiled, great care is put into each and every item that goes inside.  The point is to have a lasting memento to remind us of every detail of the event and the people involved.  
Much like a family scrapbook or yearbook, you will want to carefully include information and items that capture the essence each kingdom and its members.  Upon completion of the project, you will have a display that reflects your knowledge and understanding the modern system of classification.

Goals:


· To become familiar with the three domain system of classification.

· To relate it to the traditional six kingdom system to the three domain system of classification in terms of sequence and grouping.

· To develop a repertoire of example organisms from each kingdom, understanding their major characteristics and unique adaptations as they relate to evolutionary theory. 
Procedure:


The assignments that follow will direct you to create a scrapbook page for a particular kingdom.  You will be given a certain length of time to work on this.  To create a scrapbook page for each kingdom, you will do the following:

a. Read an assigned section of the textbook/notes.

b.
Determine the most important facts that you need to know about the organisms in the kingdom. Make sure to keep in mind the special characteristics that are unique to each kingdom.  Make a list of these facts.  You may use your textbook, notes, internet sites, etc. to assist in your research.    

c. Identify a certain number organisms (listed on the rubric) that represent the characteristics of the kingdom.  For each of the representative organisms, obtain the following information:

i. scientific name 

ii. facts about the organism 

iii. a picture of the organism.   

d. Organize the information from b and c into a scrapbook page (2 pages maximum per kingdom!) and add it to your scrapbook.
